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including Boxty pancakes — and fine
tweeds too. At the By The Lake shop
on Queen Street you'll find Tilley hats
and Red Hat Society bonnets, plus
Greaves old-fashioned local jams,
jellies and marmalades.

The Shaw Festival was established
in 1962 by Niagara-area lawyer and
playwright Brian Doherty. Eight
weekend performances were originally
held in the Court House on Queen
Street. Shaw Festival now stages
performances in three theatres:
Festival Theatre, Court House Theatre,
and the Royal George Theatre. This
year’s impressive calendar includes
Shaw’s Saint Joan.

For a change of pace you can visit
the Phantoms of Fort George, “where
some of the bloodiest fighting in the
War of 1812 occurred.” You don't have
to go alone — guides will lead you at
night by candlelit lanterns inside the
gates of the fort. The more squeamish,
can visit by day. Not to be missed, The
Heritage House Tour is scheduled for
September 15; you can walk, cycle or
drive to other historic sites.

It is estimated that 12 million
annual visitors view Niagara Falls
from behind the falls, atop bridges,
inside hovering helicopters, via boat
or car, inside revolving dining rooms,
casinos, from sidewalks and parks,
and from the shore of two countries.
Niagara Parks’ Botanical Gardens
opens its 99 acres of beautifully
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maintained gardens, the Butterfly
Conservatory, ponds and an arboretum
to visitors.

Oaks Garden is the entranceway to
Queen Victoria Park where concerts
and special events take place against
the backdrop of the American and
Horseshoe Falls. A curved pergola
overlooks the central amphitheatre.
Too tired to walk? You can ride the
paths in a horse-drawn carriage. The
